SOME AGILITY FACTS

Dog agility is a sport played by a dog and handler team. Handlers guide dogs through an obstacle course hoping for
the best time and an accurate performance. The dogs run off leash and no toys or treats are allowed on course.

UK Agility International (UKI) was created specifically to provide agility competitors with a unique setting in which
safety and fun for every dog is a key priority. Above all, the organization aims to promote the growth of agility and
raise performance standards by encouraging training in a competitive arena using reward-based training methods.
This helps to improve dog and handler relationships and also helps create a friendly and relaxed environment for
dogs, handlers, family and spectators.

Canine agility attracts people from all walks of life with varied interests and backgrounds, from children to seniors
and everyone in between.

Participation in organized dog sports, such as agility, promotes a
healthy and active lifestyle, coupled with responsible dog
ownership.

Dog agility in Canada has experienced exponential growth from
its early beginnings in the late 1980s and has become a familiar
and exciting spectator sport, thanks in part to television network
coverage, including Outdoor Life, Animal Planet and Top Dog,

along with numerous newspaper, magazine articles, web sites

b and bloggers.
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There are over 14,000 dogs registered with UKI.

While competitors come in all shapes and sizes, some
characteristics of a typical agility competitor are:

e Frequents hotels and restaurants when competing away from home.

e Purchases athletic wear, outdoor gear, sports shoes, and clothing.

e Purchases camping gear, RVs, and RV gear.

COMPETITION RING SPONSOR
